Sports Day (8.12.) 

The shoe that has just been thrown lands right next to the finishing line!  Even the smallest kids are 
throwing a rather wrongly used shoe, a massive 12 meters away. With this act of power, they have just 
earned themselves some very useful points for the 1st world record in shoe throwing, kindly supervised 
by Mama Stegen, who, like the other mothers is supervising competitions in the Children’s Olympiad. 
The types of games in the first ever such 
competition in the German School 
Nairobi were planned by the teachers 
Ms. Okoth and Ms. Pichler. 
A few feet away, the children of the 
Primary School were trying out their 
power and their skills in an obstacle 
course, which leads them to a well-
earned victory via various changing 
stations, ramps to be jumped over, and 
overturned benches to be walked on. 
Refreshments (in the form of cold water), 
had to be transported by two teams, 
appropriately cheered on by their friends, 
across the Primary School Courtyard 
from bucket to bucket! The kids had to 
drench sponges in the water, and collect 
as much water as possible by wringing 
them out in the next bucket. We all waited with baited breath for the judges to announce the victorious 
team. The winning team of small brave “water carriers” wins by a very small amount of water! 
Counting up! 
In the meantime, a quick visit to the staff room. It is much cooler here, and counting up of points is 
happening quickly. “The Dead Lions” have won the can throwing, whereas in the sack race, almost all 
the teams have the same number of points. The winners of the shoe throwing competition were the 
“Undefeatables”. Teams gained points not only for their sporting abilities, but also for the team names 
and their battle cries! The “Dead Lions” took the first position here, with their war cry of “We love 
lollipops, we are on the top!” Finally, the overall winners of the Games were the “Smilies” with 21 
points. We congratulate the first ever champions of the Fun Olympiad of the German School Nairobi. 
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Harmony in the Sand 
After winning a whole series of matches against Classes 9, 10 and 11, the teachers qualified for the 
Finals and played against the winners of the students’ teams, Class 12. Both teams persevered, and 

had faithful fans cheering them on, as they 
made sports history (or at least German 
School Nairobi sports history) with their 
text book passes. 25: 23 was the final 
score with the teachers won, partly 
praised, partly envied, as the proud 
winners received the prize from the 
organiser of the Sports Day, Mr. Baur. 
Do they owe the victory to the poor light 
the opponents had, to their education, or 
to their skills? Perhaps it was simply 
because they played as a team, as it well 
should be: good teaching begins with unity 
amongst teachers!

The prize giving ceremony of the sports day gave us the chance to show off outstanding sporting 
achievements at the German School Nairobi.  
The German School Nairobi Football Team won the Fairness Prize of the International Schools’ 
Football League (Boys Under 19) in the form of a cup and hundreds of calories from the Snickers bars! 
In the International Athletics Meet at Kasarani, Timon Volz won the 2nd place in the 800m race, and 
André Czikl, with his 5.79 meter jump in the Long Jump Final brought home a silver medal. 
The youngest of our successful sportspeople is Timon Tenambergen, the best swimmer in his age 
group of 5.

The common overall 
celebration before the 
Christmas holidays is an 
event that is intensively 
experienced by the entire 
school community: children 
from the Kindergarten all the 
way up to Class 12 
participate in this celebration, 
and sing Christmas carols 
together.

The contents 
were carefully examined. What joy over all the beautiful, 
useful and delicious things in the boxes! The children of the 
home expressed their thanks to us through songs. 
Students of Class 9 will also not forget the impressions of 
this afternoon. A very hearty thanks to all those who 
supported the donation. 
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Class 7 invites parents to a presentation 

The neighbouring countries are Portugal, France and 
Andorra. Do you know the answer off hand? The country we 
are looking for is Spain. This country, England, Switzerland 
and Italy are being presented by Zolzaya, Juliette, Victoria 
and Isabelle. The audience listens attentively – and a little 
proudly, as the children themselves have put together this 
parents’ evening, of a special type: “Class 7 presents special 
portfolios of the project: Europe, a literary creation”. 
The in-school training by Ms. Joos and the enthusiasm that 
follows such events, made the teachers Ms. Berger and Ms. 
Fogt want to put theory into practice. After 12 teaching 
lessons, endless homework hours, a few afternoon sessions, with tips, advice, studying of Geography 
books, computer based research etc, we were able to produce a Travel Diaries, and a criminal novel: 
“This Spanish Wine is called Sangria”. Our friend drank too much of it, and then talked nonsense. This 
short description of the novel, often accompanied by a smile, tells us that we have achieved our 

teaching goal. 
 Naturally the local cuisine reflects the vegetation of 
a country. This is part of the Class 7 Geography 
syllabus. Vegetation zones, climatic zones, 
landscape formations of Europe…A few products of 
the different zones find their way from Mama’s 
kitchen to the classroom, and are punctually served 
as dinner to the audience. The warmth of the 
evening helps to make the public feel they have 
been transported to a Mediterranean region… 
Sophie, Nathalie and Vanessa play the roles of 3 

sisters and find the opportunity to fend off boredom with the travel diary adventures of an anonymous 
writer, and thereby give the parents the chance to learn more about Iceland, Denmark and Portugal. 
The climate on the north coast of Iceland is, for example, easier to handle, when you know, that this 
area is called “Ödlands”. This was the kind of information the audience heard in the topic Climate and 
Language. 
Yet it was not an easy project. What began as fun in the beginning ended up as sheer hard work! 

Things were also not made easy for the parents: at the end, 
they were really supposed to tell us the surface area of 
Iceland: 103,125 km². The Viking, who discovered the island, 
had a name, but what was it? And how many islands does 
Denmark still have? We reveal the answer: out of the 474 
islands, 100 are still inhabited. Parents were only supposed 
to name 4 of these. However, in the end, as a group, they get 
the right answers. 
The students had 12 lessons in which to prepare their 
portfolios, and reflect upon them. “It was fun to get to know 
my country”. The individual groups had to work really 
intensively with their chosen country to complete the exercise 

successfully. ‘Write a travel diary, a novel or a report, that takes you through three countries and 2 
climatic zones“ 
A third requirement was to present the portfolio as a professional power point presentation. A portfolio 
was described by one of the mothers (from what she saw through her daughter’s work) as “A 
collection of information on a specific topic, with the intention of presenting it”. 
This form of free study, independent work, team work, creativity, and the ability to make presentations 
(in this case oral presentations of written work) teaches our young students a whole variety of skills 
and helps enormously with their development. 
Parents were thanked for their attention at the end of the presentation with a few chocolates – in the 
shape of mountains!

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Looking Ahead  
 
Written Examinations for Class 12 (A-Level equivale nt): (22.02 – 26.02) 

6 students will take this year’s written examinations. From the 22nd to the 26th of February, they will deal 
with the first part of their examinations. They will be tested in 3 subjects out of the following 6: German, 
English, Mathematics, Biology, History and Geography. German is compulsory for all students. We 
cross our fingers for all 6 students! 
 
Central Examinations for the “Realschüler”, Central  tests for Class 10 students, Competence 
Tests for students of Classes 6 and 8 (23.02 – 08.0 3) 

Central examinations (examinations sent from Germany) for “Realschule” students will be done for the 
first time in our school in this academic year. All German Schools Abroad normally do these 
examinations. This year, 4 students in Year 10 will be taking examinations in German and Mathematics. 
The oral examinations will take place in the middle of June. 
The “Gymnasium” students in Year 10 will undertake written Central Tests (also sent from Germany) in 
German, Mathematics and English, which carry double weight for the written marks.  
The school will participate for the third time in competence tests of the German Province Thuringia. It 
will be interesting to see how these new groups will perform compared to those who already took the 
tests in the previous years. In Classes 6 and 8, students will take competence test in German, 
Mathematics and English. Children in Class 3 will also be doing benchmark tests, in April / May, but 
only in German and Mathematics

Looking for a place to grow old! 

The German School has two old dogs, who have been watch dogs for the school for years. The two 
dogs have now reached an age, where they are no longer able to do the night watch duty. 
In order to give the two dogs a better quality of life in their last years, we would like to ask anyone if 
they have the space to take either one or both dogs. Unfortunately, within the framework of our 
system, we can only keep them in their kennels, and are able to give them little personal attention and 
care. 
The dogs are at least 10 years old. Unfortunately we do not have more precise information. The 
animals have limited mobility due to their age, but otherwise they are healthy. They have obviously 
had all the necessary vaccinations. Both are extremely friendly and loving.

Increase in price of single bus tickets

Apprentices in the Kindergarten 
Konrad (20), and Friedrich (19) Beuer have chosen to do their voluntary service abroad, and since 
July last year they have been in Kenya. The organisation with which they are doing this service is 
called “Solidarity Child Rescue Centre.” Both young men worked in a Primary School in Kasarani from 
July to November, and in December in a hospital in Kisumu. They are now working with us, and will 
stay on till the Easter Holidays (perhaps even longer). Both of them already have some practical work 
experience in children’s institutions in Germany. They will be particularly used for improving the 
German Language in the Kindergarten, by working with the children in small groups. Apart from that, 
they are also helping us with the new projects, e.g. the nature project, sports etc. (Th. Berge)  
 
Language Islands 
The students have chosen so-called language islands (administration block and library). They have 
since been marked by the teaching staff of German. Colleagues in these sections have been informed 
of the same. The aim of these islands is to make students only speak the preferred language German 
in these areas, and thus to promote it. (J. Semjank, German Department) 
 
Music Instrument lessons 
Music Instrument lessons at the German School Nairobi: After a long wait, the Music Conservatory 
has finally communicated with us! The good news: the conservatory will soon pass on to us a possible 
instruments timetable. The not-so-good news: Lessons can take place only from Thursday to 
Saturday, as we are unable to offer any time in the mornings. Additionally, students must decide on 
one instrument only.

Boarding House 
The Boarding House is operating at full capacity with 6 students from our own school, and a further 8 
students from neighbouring schools, as well as 8 apprentices. 
 
Library 
During the written examinations of Class 12, the library will remain closed for the whole day (22.2 – 
26.2) 
 
Dropping and picking children by car 
Please take note that you are allowed to pick up and drop your children only in front of the main 
sports hall , and not in the bus park area. 
 
Language Regulations of the German School Nairobi 
All parents of the German School Nairobi should feel they are part of the school community, and 
should be able to contribute to the development processes of the school. An important prerequisite for 
this is that all important information should be translated into English for non-German speaking 
parents on a regular basis. The following regulations have been thus put into place: 

1. The language of all official meetings, such as the Board meetings, Annual General Meetings 
and Parents’ General Committee meetings will be German. Presentations and discussions will 
be translated in segments of a few sentences by a translator. It is preferable that all 
presentations of the participants are available in writing during the meeting in both languages. 

2. The same regulations apply to Parents’ Evenings. A translator should be chosen from among 
the parents by the class teacher. The discussion can be undertaken in either one of the 
languages, with no translator, as long as all participants agree with this decision.  

3. In smaller bodies, such as the Parents’ Sub-Committee, the participants should decide at the 
beginning of the meeting how the same will be conducted. It goes without saying that all 
participants should be able to follow and contribute to the discussions. Should there be a need 
for a translator, then one should be appointed from those present. 

4. All official documents that are sent to parents, such as the minutes of the meetings, event 
information, newsletters and any written information from teachers regarding their students.  
Messages to parents in the homework diary of the student will normally be written in German, 
under the assumption that the child will be able to translate it at home. 

 
Prevention of contagious illnesses: what each one o f us can and must do (Stephanie Jaeger, 
School Nurse) 
The majority of contagious illnesses are caused by viruses, and all viral colds and stomach flus belong 
to this group. There is no medical treatment for this. Medication is simply given to make the symptoms 
lighter. The body must fight the illness itself, and therefore needs rest, sleep, lots of fluids and a 
healthy diet (light, nutritious food). 

1. Washing hands: 
Washing hands has always been the simplest and best way of protecting both oneself and 
others. Therefore, wash hands regularly with soap and water . 
Wash your hands under running water, and rub in the soap for 20 – 30 seconds, making sure 
to wash in between the fingers, and under the fingernails. Rinse thoroughly and when 
possible, dry with tissue paper. Throw the paper away in the rubbish bin. Keep your hands 
away from the face, so that you are not continuously getting new germs from the mouth – 
nose area. 
Those who do not wash hands regularly spread germs by shaking hands and especially 
by whatever s/he touches. Infections are thus sprea d from doors, chairs etc. 

2. Hygienic Coughing 
Cover the mouth and nose with your arm and elbow while coughing, not with your hand. When 
you cover the mouth with your hand, all the germs get onto your hand. 

3. If you are sick, stay at home: 
There are 3 reasons for this: 
1. A sick body needs rest to recover. Sleep is important. 
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2. A sick body is more vulnerable to other types of germs and infections. 
3. You infect others and make them sick too. 
For this reason, you should avoid crowds under all circumstances. 
4. Pay attention to warning signs: 
Even though the flu has not broken out fully yet, you can still infect others. Start taking care of 
yourself as soon as you begin to feel the symptoms and stay away from crowded areas. 
5. Recovery: 
The body needs necessary rest to make itself healthy again. 
6. Get plenty of fresh air 
7. Keep your distance: 
If you are sick, you should avoid all close contact, i.e.: 

·  Avoid shaking hands 
·  Avoid kisses etc while greeting others 
·  Avoid all other bodily contact 
·  Do not share utensils and tools such as plates, cutlery, glasses, combs, mobiles etc 

with others.
